Historic Landmarks

Many owners of historic
properties are concerned about the
future of their properties and want
to ensure the proper stewardship
of these resources beyond their
tenure.  Historic Fredericksburg
Foundation, Inc. established an
easement program in 1965 to help
meet this need, providing a tool
that would enable historic land-
marks to enjoy long-term legal
protection while remaining in pri-
vate ownership. The following
year, in 1966, the Commonwealth
of Virginia instituted the Virginia
Historic Preservation Easement
Program.

How does it work? Essen-
tially, a private property owner
has an opportunity to guarantee
the perpetual protection of an im-
portant historic resource without
losing ownership, use, or enjoy-
ment of the property through the
easement program. Even though
the landmark remains on the tax
rolls and in private hands, its lon-
gevity and sympathetic treatment
are secured for future generations.
Perhaps most importantly the
property owner can realize signifi-
cant financial benefits associated
with an easement donation. To-
day, HFFI has the oversight of 40
easement properties.

Roslyn and Lilian Reed
donated the first easement prop-
erty, which was accepted by the
Foundation in August 1965.
