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As many of you know, the "Coffee Warehouse" at 306-308 Frederick Street has been under threat of  

demolition for over a year. The warehouse is an excellent example of the postbellum industrial use of the  
Darbytown area and one of the few surviving relics of one of our most prosperous eras. As such, HFFI has 

kept careful track of all developments in the warehouse case to champion for this important cultural resource. 
Unfortunately, many early efforts by numerous individuals did not prevail. We met with City officials several 

times and were asked on more than one occasion to "not go public" due to potential negotiations.  Despite 
these efforts, no advances were made in  

stopping the demolition. Thus, HFFI decided to 
take a very different approach. 

 
On December 6, Historic Fredericksburg  

Foundation, Inc. and adjoining property owners 
Mr. & Mrs. S. Cymrot brought forth a Petition 

for Preliminary Injunction against Janney-
Marshall Company, Inc., the City of  

Fredericksburg, the City's Maintenance Code 
Official, the Zoning Administrator and the 

Building & Development Services Director to 
stop the demolition of the “Coffee  

Warehouse".  HFFI's counsel is Mr. John W. 
Pearsall, III from Richmond, Virginia. 

  
Judge Scott granted us a temporary injunction 
until January 2nd, when all parties returned to 
Court.  The City Attorney, Ms. Kathleen Dooley, presented her demurer at that time.  Ms. Dooley argued that 

neither the Cymrots nor HFFI as adjoining property owners (HFFI originally filed as adjoining easement  
holders, but due to the purchase of 317 Charles Street we are now adjoining easement holders and property 
owners) have any standing.  Mr. Pearsall argued that HFFI and the Cymrots do have standing.  Judge Scott 

stated he would rule within 30 days, and we are awaiting his ruling. 
  

Although negotiations to purchase the properties are still under way, HFFI did not receive the  
necessary assurances that the warehouse would be saved. We had no option but to file suit in  

December to stay any possible demolition of this historic property.   
  

We are awaiting Judge Scott's ruling regarding standing and continue to work with the City to find a  
purchaser for this property that will restore the "Coffee Warehouse" to its full glory. 

HFFI Working to Save “Coffee Warehouse” 
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HFFI Purchases Property 
 

On December 20, Historic Fredericksburg Foundation, Inc. purchased the property at 317 
Charles Street in downtown Fredericksburg.  Although HFFI holds an easement on this  

property and numerous attempts were made to have the owner fix the building, it had fallen 
into disrepair.  The City Property Maintenance official also had taken the owner to Court to  
order the repair of this property, as well as nearby 305 Charles Street.  The buildings at 305 

and 317 Charles Street represent a resource type that the Fredericksburg area is rapidly losing: 
turn of the century working-class housing. As such, HFFI negotiated with the owner to  
purchase 317 Charles Street for rehabilitation. The owner also assured us that he would  

commence work on 305 immediately with the understanding that if 305 Charles Street is not 
brought up to our easement standards, we would have first right of refusal to purchase that 

property as well.  HFFI's Board is reviewing the City's list of repair work and will be  
discussing whether or not HFFI should renovate the property at 317 Charles Street or sell it  
before any rehabilitation begins.  If any

archaeological sites and intermingled histories in their care.

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2007 Candlelight Tour Was a Preservation Advocacy and Financial Success  
 

 The 2007 Annual Candlelight Tour was one of the most successful tours in recent history, both in the 
variety of homes and décor and the financial success of the event.    

 
 Seven houses including Federal Hill and Brompton, both Virginia and National Historic landmarks, 
opened for the tour held December 8 and 9.  Recent preservation successes, including the Wack House and 
Maury Commons, also opened for the tour.  The Stratton (Old Freeman) House and Innis House (both Civil 

War landmarks) and The Kalnen Inn of Trench Hill rounded out the tour.
